Intro.

Worship is…
· Our response to God’s worthiness 

· “The dramatic celebration of God in His supreme worth in such a manner that His ‘worthiness’ becomes the norm and inspiration of human living” (ISBE).

· Not an act or ritual but a way of life

God is Worthy 

· In view of God’s mercy (Eph. 2:4-6)

· He loved first

· He loves the most

· Ways we devalue God

· Asking everyone for guidance except God

· Compromising our moral principles 

· Putting our trust in others, ourselves, or material things more than God

· Not standing up for God

· Not loving what God loves

Our Response

· Stop compartmentalizing our lives

· We act as if we don’t have time for God

· Two ways to change this:

· Begin with God and then schedule everything else

· Live in a way that is pleasing to God in the midst of our busy    schedule

· Live a life that proves He is worthy of our devotion

Living Sacrifices 

· Presenting ourselves to God is an act of trust 

· The difference in our offering

· We are choosing to offer ourselves 

· Living out a surrendered life

· Our bodies- God’s temple (1 Cor. 6:19) 

· An emptying and filling should take place 

Characteristics of a Living Sacrifice

· Humility

· It’s more about a proper understanding of who we are in Christ then it is self-abasement

· Don’t get in the way of what God wants to do in and through you 

· Love God freely

· A love that never leaves

· Let our love be our guide

· Service

· Expressing our love for God by meeting the needs of others
