· Begin with the truth of God and adjust our lives accordingly
Our Response

· Love first (v.5)
· “Love the LORD your God with all…”
· It is a lifetime lesson

· Commit yourselves (v.6)
· Teach out of a personal commitment to Jesus Christ 
· Cannot teach what we do not know
· We reproduce who we are
· We need to raise the bar 

Teaching the Generations (v. 7 – 9)  

· We will pass on what we believe is important

Preparing People for Tomorrow (v. 10 – 12)

· Teach people to make application for themselves
