· Fleeting
· Contentment does…
· Enable adaptation to circumstances



- Do not depend on them for purpose, security, happiness, etc. 

· Make possible acceptance of circumstances
· Circumstances: An outward influences or effect that we have no control over
· We acknowledge God’s grace but we live like we’re on a merit system

· Come from God’s strength
· Disregard self-reliance
· The end of our strength is the beginning of God’s
· One way God provides

· Through his strength we can not only survive but endure, persevere, and grow
