Identifying the Source

· The fruit is noticed first

· The fruit reveals it’s origin

· Fruit is automatic 

· We reap what we sow (Galatians 6:7,8)

· If we don’t like the fruit we must change the seed

The Battle Within

· The potential within each believer

· To follow Christ or gratify our sinful nature

· A natural outcome

· Can be a good thing 

· Spiritual indecisiveness 

· Is living for Jesus the ultimate desire of our heart?
The Victory

· Not through determination alone 

· Sinfulness is the outcome of the true human nature

· Not through the Jewish law
· No power in the law

· Does not bring salvation

· Does not bring spiritual growth 

·  We must want what God wants for us (Psalm 37:4)

· God wants us to live above sin (1 Cor. 10:13)

· The Spirit gives us whatever is necessary 

· Align ourselves with the Holy Spirit

· God is concerned with both quality and quantity of fruit (John 15:1-2)

· Pruning will take place 

· The fruit brings balance and depth 

· Should be seen as a unit

· All fruit is necessary
