Our Approach

· Acknowledge our understanding is limited

· Different conclusions are okay 

· A healthy community can accept differences within the body 

· Accept a non-violent approach towards conflict as a legitimate biblical approach and a witness to the world  

A Clear Message – Jesus is King!

· Jesus had a plan

· His riding the donkey was a sign of humility and peace 
· He quoted Scripture- Isaiah 62:11, Zechariah 9:9

· “Your king comes to you…”
· The response of the crowds

· The crowd embraced and celebrated Jesus 
· The response of the Pharisees

· They couldn’t just ignore what they saw

· The attention that Jesus got in Jerusalem

· Who is this?

A King Who Brings Peace

· Not a military leader
· Peace

· Jerusalem lacked peace – a right relationship with God

· Not just absence of, but fullness of what Christ offers

· Christ has brought peace between us and God

Through Humility and Suffering

· He came to show His love through becoming our sacrifice (Philippians 2:6 – 8)
· The humble life is one of submission and obedience to God’s will 
· Jesus stayed true to His mission no matter the cost
· We cannot say that the way of peace does not work because Jesus Christ was victorious 
·  “For he himself is our peace” (Eph. 2:14 – 16) 

What is the Way of Peace for us? (Matthew 5:9)

· Peacemakers follow God’s heart
· Peacemakers seek to break down walls 
· The good of others becomes a priority 
(Philippians 2:4-5)
· Practice steps of reconciliation

· Be reconciled to God

· Be reconciled with others

· Carry reconciliation into the world
