· The king we want

· More like a puppet on a string

· The illegitimate king

· Establishes his own kingdom

· Satan is an illegitimate king

· Israel asked for a king

· The truth is they already had a king – God himself 

· There is an innate longing for a king

King of  Kings

· From the beginning of Creation God was meant to be our king 

· Our king has been given to us (Isaiah 9:6, Luke 2:11)

· He was not to be found among men, though he became a man

· Willingly takes on his responsibility to rule justly

Characteristics of Our King

· Wonderful Counselor

· Rules with great wisdom and authority

· His wisdom is untainted by a corrupt world 

· We need His wisdom

· Mighty God

· His power protects and delivers

· Sets us free from the bondage of sin ( I Peter 2:24)

· Jesus Christ is the One True God

· Everlasting Father

· Our eternal King - above and beyond time (Revelation 1:8) 

· He will rule as a compassionate father

· Prince of Peace

· Brings peace between us and God

· Ultimately peace between nations (Isaiah 2:4)

· Our Role

· Bring others to Him  


· Be at peace with those around us (Romans 12:18) 

The King Has Come 

· Christ’s kingdom is ever- growing and everlasting 

The passionate commitment of the LORD Almighty will guarantee this! (Isaiah 9:7NLT)

· The King brings universal hope
