No Limits to Forgiveness

· A nearly impossible scenario 

· A ruthless king 

· A servant owes an enormous debt

· millions of dollars 

·  In spite of it all mercy was shown

· His debt was cancelled

· The impossible becomes a reality 

· An Example of God’s Mercy

· From monetary debt to the debt of sin 

· How much more will God forgive us?

The Unmerciful Act

· Something was missing

· No gratitude, joy or relief

· Focused on a comparatively small debt

· A few thousand dollars 

· The plea for mercy made no difference

· Opposite of what would be expected
· The king shows mercy

· A fellow servant is ruthless

Why Don’t We Forgive?

· Have not internalized grace

· We hold onto the past 

· Selfish forgiveness 

· I deserve it but you don’t

· A dangerous place to be

· A place where we have shut out grace.

How Can We Become More Forgiving?

· Remember God always forgives more

· Compare ourselves to God not someone else 

· Realize we need mercy 

· A necessity for eternal life

· Make it a matter of the heart 

The power to forgive comes from being forgiven!
