· Trinity

· One being - three persons

· Each person is…

· Inseparable

· Distinguishable

· Coeternal

Jesus and the Holy Spirit 

· The same but different

· Christ’s work continues today 

· Reconciliation of Christ

· Administration of the Spirit 

· Another counselor

· “One called alongside”

· In Christ’s physical absence the Holy Spirit is present 

The Holy Spirit Brings us to Christ (v.8 -11)

· The convicting work of the Spirit opens our hearts and minds to…

- The reality of sin

· Ignorance and rebellion 

- The truth of Christ (righteousness)

- Judgment

· Eternal consequences of sin 

· Our role in bringing people to Christ

· We pray and testify

The Holy Spirit Identifies Us with Christ (v.14 & 15)

· The Holy Spirit comes to dwell within us (John 14:17)

· Christ in us

· The Spirit gives life (Romans 8:10)

· The difference between sin and righteousness

· We now belong to God, the Father (Romans 8:16) 

· No need for an identity crisis

The Holy Spirit leads us in truth (v.13)

· Three ways the Holy Spirit is involved in Scripture

· In the word or act which is later recorded.

· In the recording or interpreting of the event

· In moving the hearer/reader, authenticating the message to the mind and spirit  (Ken Miller)




· The Holy Spirit will never contradict the Word of God.

The Empowering Work of the Spirit

· There is a gap between our inadequacy God’s expectations

· The Holy Spirit can bridge that gap


· The Holy Spirit’s resources

- Spiritual gifts

- Fruit of the Spirit

- The truth

- The ability to set us apart (sanctification)

- The power to say no to temptation and yes to God
